Naches District Wilderness Permits 
You are required to fill out a Wilderness Permit when visiting the Norse Peak, William O. Douglas, and Goat Rocks Wilderness areas on the Naches District.  Drop one portion of the permit into the box at the trailhead.  You MUST keep the other copy (and the attached Wilderness Regulations) with you on your trip.
Three very important reasons you should always fill out a Wilderness permit are: 
1) The Naches District estimates the number of visitors and stock using our backcountry trails by counting the Wilderness permits gathered in the permit boxes.  Maintenance funding is often scarce, and we are always asked to show the amount of use a trail or area receives.  A “true” count helps us compete well for this funding.
2) Putting the permit into the box at the trailhead helps Search and Rescue personnel determine your whereabouts should you fail to return home at your designated time.  By reading the permit, they can verify that you actually got to the trailhead, and get an idea of where you planned to go on your trip.  
3) There is a $100 fine for not having your Wilderness permit with you in the William O. Douglas and Goat Rocks Wilderness areas.
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DESKTOP PERMIT

Sometimes you get to the permit box and there are no Wilderness permits.  Try as we might, we just can’t always get to every box at the right time.  
You are welcome to fill out the permit below before you leave for your trip.  Here’s how:

1) Open the link below to the Wilderness Permit

2) Type your information onto the permit.

3) Print out two copies of your completed permit and sign.
4) Drop one in the permit box at the trailhead.

5) Keep one copy with you.
